HISTORY: This is a 15-month-old child here accompanied by parents with runny nose and cough for two weeks. The patient states child was recently seen in local emergency room diagnosed with RSV bronchiolitis. He currently has nebulizer treatment at home, but states he continues to have runny nose, cough and sometimes pulls on his ears.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
MEDICATIONS: Negative.
ALLERGIES: Negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative.
FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no cute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.

NOSE: Congestion with clear discharge, erythematous and edematous turbinates.

EAR: Right ear erythematous TM. TM is dull with the effusion. Effusion appears purulent.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Nontender. No organomegaly. No rebound. No guarding. Normal bowel sounds.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert interactive.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Otitis media.
2. Rhinitis.

3. Bronchitis.
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The patient’s RSV was tested again. RSV is positive. He was sent home with the following medications.

1. Amoxicillin 250/5 mL, he will take one teaspoon p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days #150 mL.

2. Motrin 100/5 mL, he will take 5 mL t.i.d. p.r.n. for pain/fever #200 mL.
Mother was given the opportunity to ask questions and she stated she has none. She was strongly encouraged to increase fluids to manage temperature to use the nebulizer as prescribed from the ER physician to come back to the clinic if worse.
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
