Mother states that child is eating and drinking well, child’s activity is about the same, but stated he still has lots of discharge from his nose.

MEDICATION: Albuterol nebulizer and budesonide 0.25 mg.

ALLERGIES: None.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No secondhand smoke exposure.

FAMILY HISTORY: None.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Mother reported runny nose. Denies vomiting or diarrhea. Denies change in activities or appetite.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% on room air.

Blood pressure is 98/69.

Pulse is 143.
Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.0.

HEENT: Nose: Congested with clear discharge. Erythematous and edematous turbinates.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort with no adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No visible peristalsis. Normal bowel sounds.

NEUROLOGIC: Child is interactive, smiles.
ASSESSMENT:
1. RSV infection.
2. Rhinitis.
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PLAN: Parents advised to continue the budesonide is 0.25 mg/2 mL suspension and to use nebulizer machine as indicated namely cough, shortness of breath, and wheezing. She states that she understands and will comply. The RSV was retested today, continues to be negative.
