This is a 69-year-old man on hospice with a diagnosis of right kidney cancer. The patient is 69 years old, as I stated, is in moderate to severe pain, requires pain medications at all times. The patient has involvement of ureter and mesenteric and retroperitoneum as far as his cancer is concerned with a stage IV cancer at this time. The patient’s health has also declined since last certification evident by 7 pounds weight loss, requiring more oxygen; the patient is now on oxygen at all times at 2L, requiring breathing treatments on regular basis because of shortness of breath secondary to renal cell metastasis to the lungs. The patient is with his wife Janice who is the primary caretaker. As he has a KPS score of 40% now and continues to be with protein-calorie malnutrition and with evidence of weight loss and muscle wasting, the patient continues to be hospice appropriate with worsening and extensive cancer and metastatic disease.
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
