CHAVEZ, NAPOLEON
This is an 89-year-old gentleman admitted to hospice because of malignant neoplasm of prostate.
This 89-year-old gentleman with prostate cancer has shown steady decline since admission to hospice a few months ago.

The patient is found to be short of breath at rest now; it used to be with exertion, with weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, volume depletion because of not eating, severe weakness, sleeping about 18-20 hours a day. KPS score of 40%, requires total ADL care and is bowel and bladder incontinent.

The patient stays in bed, requires change of position every two hours to reduce the pressure ulcers. The patient also has decreased appetite. The patient has not been weighed, but it is obvious that the patient has lost weight with severe muscle wasting in the lower extremity and temporal region. The patient is quite weak and is in bed at all times now and sleeping about 18-20 hours a day. His condition has definitely worsened; he is not eating, family is not interested in PEG tube appropriately and is expected to live than six months and remains hospice appropriate.
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
