BOND, TARA
This is a 66-year-old woman on hospice with diagnosis of Alzheimer’s disease. Since last certification, the patient has shown steady weight loss, not eating, decreased appetite, eating about 10% now, severe memory loss. The patient is now nonverbal. The patient has dementia of Lewy body type. The Lewy body dementia also causes hallucination, difficulty with walking, hence the patient is now bedridden and no longer recognizes anyone including her husband. The patient is total ADL dependent, is now only eating about 10% of her food as opposed to 20% previously. She has had recurrent urinary tract infection because of worsening immune system related to her disease. The patient also is bowel and bladder incontinent, stays in bed at all times and has a KPS score of 40% which has declined since last visit. The patient requires medication for anxiety and to keep the patient comfortable especially in the evening with sundowner syndrome and has as mentioned decreased cognitive function and is now nonverbal. The patient’s condition has worsened related to her Lewy body dementia which makes her continuously eligible for hospice, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
