ARNOLD, BOBBY
This is a 77-year-old gentleman on hospice with Alzheimer’s dementia. Since last evaluation, the patient has lost weight and appetite has been diminished, ADL dependency has increased, KPS score is 40%, bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient is confused at all times. He is bedbound. He also suffers from auditory and visual hallucination. He requires medication for sundowner syndrome. The patient has protein-calorie malnutrition associated with weight loss and muscle wasting, decreased appetite, only eating about 5-10% of pureed diet at this time, no longer able to chew because of profound weakness. The patient also suffers from hypertension, urinary retention, malignant neoplasm of skin, myocardial infarction, and DJD. The patient’s dementia is of Lewy body type which has now left the patient bed bound with minimal movement and total dependency as was mentioned above.
The patient is expected to do poorly with decreased appetite, decreased weight and worsening mentation. He is also sleeping about 18-20 hours a day and remains bed bound. The patient remains hospice appropriate and most likely has less than six months to live.
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
