CHIEF COMPLAINT: Left-sided testicular discomfort.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient was seen by us on 10/06/2022 with left-sided testicular discomfort/lump. Nothing was seen on the ultrasound. He was given doxycycline. He only took it for four days because he did not like the way it made him feel. He still feels like there is a mass there.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: ROCEPHIN.

IMMUNIZATIONS: None to COVID.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. He is married.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 202 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98.1. Respirations 16. Pulse 67. Blood pressure 138/84.
NECK: No JVD. 
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.
SKIN: No rash.
GENITAL: Testicular exam reveals no masses.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Testicular exam reveals no masses. I repeated the ultrasound. There is some thickening above the epididymis that I explained to the patient as consistent with epididymitis, but there is no testicular mass. He is very concerned about this; for this reason, he was referred to Dr. Dylewski, 832-442-2392 for a second opinion and second evaluation and possible second ultrasound. I did not try to give him more antibiotics or any other medication till he sees the specialist.
