HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 56-year-old female patient here needing a refill of certain medications, in particular her Vyvanse. She takes this on a daily basis for her ADHD. She states it also helps her with some anxiety issues as well. She is doing well on this medication. She has not noticed any side effect and she notices a big difference when she does not take it. Therefore, she is requesting it again.

She has been under our patient care for quite some time now, several years and she is doing well on this medication.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, diabetes, hyperlipid, insomnia, obesity, and ADHD.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy and two bilateral wrists.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: All reviewed and in her chart.
IMMUNIZATION STATUS: She did receive the full vaccine protocol for COVID-19.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for drugs, alcohol or smoking. She is a local schoolteacher; she teaches junior high mathematics.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, and well developed. She is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 132/80. Pulse 74. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.4. Oxygenation 98% on room air. Current weight 234 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: No tympanic membrane erythema.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Obese, soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam unremarkable.

Of special note, the patient has a normal presentation, normal affect. She is doing well today on her medication.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: ADHD and anxiety. We will refill her Vyvanse 40 mg one p.o. daily #30. She will return again as needed.
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
