HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 7-year-old little boy. Mother brings him in today due to right-sided ear pain. He has had this for greater than 24 hours. Mother has given over-the-counter antipyretics and pain control, acetaminophen and Motrin with some relief. It was acute onset. He has been running fever with it as well. There has been no nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. He does not complain of sore throat. He has normal voiding and bowel movements. In fact, a review of systems was done, everything completely negative with the exception what is mentioned about the right ear pain.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for any secondhand smoke. Lives with mother and father.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, interacts well with me. He has got a good demeanor. His eyes are bit watery. He has been crying due to the pain, either that or mother thinks he is a bit apprehensive about coming to the doctor. During the exam, he did not complain of any pain. However, looking at that right ear, the tympanic membrane was bright red.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: As stated above. Right tympanic membrane bright erythema. Left tympanic membrane mildly erythematous. Oropharyngeal area within normal limits. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. 
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm. No murmur.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today, none were obtained.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute right-sided otitis media. The patient will be given amoxicillin per weight protocol to be taken twice a day for 10 days.

2. He is to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, take over-the-counter acetaminophen or Motrin mother’s choice.

3. If good relief is not obtained in the next 24 hours, they are going to return to clinic or call me.
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
