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1. Chronic kidney disease stage IV. This CKD has remained very stable and is likely related to nephrosclerosis associated with hypertension, hyperlipidemia and the aging process. The recent kidney functions revealed a BUN of 24 from 20, creatinine of 2.04 from 2.13, and a GFR of 27 from 24. There is no evidence of proteinuria and there is mild pyuria; however, the culture is negative and the patient denies any symptoms. The rest of the urinary sediment shows no activity. She denies any edema and reports stable blood pressure. Continue with the current regimen.

2. Arterial hypertension, which has been very stable per the patient. Continue with the current regimen.

3. Hyperlipidemia, which has remained under control with the current regimen.

4. Hyperuricemia, stable. Her current uric acid level is 6.3 from 5.9. We will continue to monitor.

5. History of hypercalcemia with stable serum calcium level of 9.9. We will continue to monitor. Due to the fact that the patient was not physically present, we were unable to assess her via physical exam. We will reevaluate this case in five months.
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
