LUNGS: Clear bilaterally. No wheezes, crackles, or orthopnea.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds x4 active. No tenderness. No palpable masses.

EXTREMITIES: The patient moves all extremities voluntarily with no joint stiffness.

NEUROLOGIC: The patient is alert and oriented x3. No deficit noted. Reflexes equal in all extremities. No deficit noted.

SKIN: Warm and dry. No lesions. No abrasion. No erythema.

LABORATORY DATA: The patient tested negative for flu. Okayed for the patient to return back to school.

DIAGNOSES: Influenza A viral syndrome and seasonal allergies, which are all resolving at this time.
