Ms. Bass is a 32-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding abnormal thyroid function studies that were noted in August 2022. She also has a history of anxiety, irregular heartbeat, migraine headaches and she also had a gastric sleeve surgery in 2014. The patient states that she does not have a menstrual cycle because she is on the Mirena since 2011. She had a gastric sleeve in 2014 and a C-section as well as her gallbladder operated on. For her hypothyroidism, her thyroglobulin antibodies are elevated at 380.4.

Plan:
1. For her newly diagnosed hypothyroidism, this is consistent with Hashimoto’s thyroiditis with positive thyroglobulin antibodies at 380.4 and we will therefore start her on Synthroid brand name 50 mcg once daily and recheck a thyroid function panel is 6 to 8 weeks.

2. For her migraine headaches, continue current therapy and monitor.

3. For her irregular heart rate, she is on metoprolol 50 mg extended release once daily.
