PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: He is alert and oriented x3, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation was not taken.

Blood pressure is 102/77.
Respirations 18.

Temperature is 101.6.

HEENT: Ear, Erythematous and edematous left TM. Dull to light reflex. Effusion is present. Effusion appears purulent.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort with no adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
ABDOMEN: Non-distended, no guarding and no visible peristalsis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules o papules. No vesicles or bullae.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities with no discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
