CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of congestion, slight cough and sore throat with a temperature of 102 last night, sick for the past three days, history of occasional strep, and mild allergies.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Inflamed tonsils with exudates. Adenopathy 2+. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
PLAN: Strep test performed in the office was negative, but because of positive strep test in mother, the patient was treated for strep pharyngitis with prescription of amoxicillin for 10 days as directed. Follow up as needed.
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
