MEDICATIONS: Trazodone and propranolol.

FAMILY HISTORY: As above, daughter with flu.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds normoactive. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu and strep testing done in the office which were all negative.
PLAN: The patient was given an injection of Rocephin *__________* because of history of bronchitis and pneumonia and also with Z-PAK. Follow up as needed.
