Dear Dr. Sarvepalli:

This is a telemedicine followup visit for Ms. Parcell with congestive heart failure, hypertension, COPD and improved renal function.  Her last visit was April 18, 2022.  She did have severe diarrhea and required hospitalization with decreased renal function.  Several medications were discontinued and changed.  Her repeat labs have showed much improved in renal function.  On October 11, 2022, creatinine is 0.9, which is actually normal for this patient.  She is feeling much better.  Her biggest complaint currently is dysuria and pain after finishing urination.  She had a urinalysis that was negative for UTI so she was started on a few days of Pyridium that is helping a little bit, but the pain is still present she reports.  Her weight is down 4 pounds since her last visit.  No nausea, vomiting, or dysphagia.  No current diarrhea, blood, or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations.  She has dyspnea on exertion that is stable.  No cough, wheezing, or sputum production.  No orthopnea or PND.  No edema.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.

Physical Examination:  Weight 169 pounds.  Blood pressure 151/56.  Pulse is 66.  Respiration 14.  Temperature is 93.8.  Oxygen saturation is 93% on room air.  The patient appears to be in good health on video screen.  Color is good.  There are no signs of respiratory or other distress.

Labs:  The most recent lab studies were done on October 11, 2022, as previously stated creatinine was 0.9, albumin 3.8, calcium 8.9, phosphorus is 4.2, sodium is 131 and she tends to run slightly low with sodium, potassium 4.1, carbon dioxide 26, hemoglobin is 12.5 with a normal white count and normal platelets.
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Assessment and Plan:
1. Hypertension.

2. Congestive heart failure without exacerbation.

3. COPD.  The patient will continue to have lab studies done every three months.  She will follow a low-salt diet and she will be rechecked by this practice in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
