Dear Dr. Lazaro:

This is a face-to-face followup visit with Mr. Park with history of kidney stones and hypertension.  His last visit was one year ago October 25, 2021.  He has been feeling very well.  He got his flu vaccination and also the fourth COVID vaccination without any side effects or adverse events.  He has been feeling well.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No dyspnea.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood and no edema.

Medications:  He is on carvedilol 3.15 mg twice a day, Crestor 20 mg daily, and aspirin 81 mg daily.

Physical Examination:  Weight is 212 pounds that is a 11-pound increase over 12 months, pulse 62, oxygen saturation 93% on room air, blood pressure is 120/60.  Neck is supple.  There was no lymphadenopathy.  No jugular venous distention.  Lungs have a prolonged expiratory phase throughout.  Heart is regular without murmur, rub or gallop.  Abdomen is soft, obese and nontender.  No ascites.  No peripheral edema.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done June 2, 2022, creatinine is stable at 1.12 and estimated GFR is greater than 60, electrolytes are normal, calcium is 9.4, albumin 3.8, phosphorus 3.0, hemoglobin 15.3, normal white count and platelets are 131,000.

Assessment and Plan:  Hypertension at goal and history of kidney stones.  No current recurrence.  The patient will continue to have annual lab studies done and he will have a followup visit with this practice in 12 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
