Dear Dr. Moutsatson:

This is a followup for Nancy with prior elevated calcium metabolic alkalosis, which has been intermittently, not permanent.  Last visit was in June.  Follows with neurology Dr. Sheik, multiple complaints, problems of tremor worse on standing with frequent low blood pressure for what she is on Midodrine.  Isolated visit to the emergency room for elevated blood pressure, which was not persistent.  No changes on medications.  A lot of anxiety and depression that medication has been adjusted.  Presently on Xanax and Celexa.  Prior Klonopin was discontinued.  Pulmonary function test going to be done because of increased dyspnea, usually on activity and not at rest.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No chest pain or palpitation.  No orthopnea or PND.  Other review of systems is negative.
Medications: Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the beta-blocker because of the tachycardia on the Midodrine.
Physical Exam:  Present blood pressure 128/70.  No respiratory distress.  Prior right-sided mastectomy.  No rales or wheezes.  Completely clear.  No pericardial rub, appears regular.  No abdominal distention.  No edema or neurological problems.
Labs:  Chemistries - normal kidney function, present electrolytes and acid base normal. Nutrition, calcium, phosphorus and PTH normal.  Mild anemia.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Renal function is normal.  The prior calcium and phosphorus were not persistent.  She was an isolated problem.  Etiology unknown.  Workup negative.  Postural blood pressure remains on Midodrine.  Isolated high blood pressure not persistent.  Number of other issues.   Follow by you and neurology.

2. Prior right-sided mastectomy.  Some respiratory symptoms, but negative physical exam.  She blames the having a pectus excavatum deformity.  We will see her in a year.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
