Dear Dr. Shankariah:

This is a followup for Mrs. Bozung who has diabetic nephropathy preserved kidney function.  Last visit was a year ago October.  Workup for new onset of anemia follows with Karmanos oncology and abnormalities of bone marrow awaiting insurance coverage for these expensive medications as received blood transfusion as well as high dose of Aranesp.  Hard of hearing, uses a cane, multiple issues socially with son dialysis, renal transplant, which is rejecting.  Arlene is helping with son and issues at home in terms of housebreaking down and requires expenses.  She lives alone.  Neighbors are helping.  Mobility restricted because of hip arthritis.  States to be eating without vomiting or dysphagia.  Some dysphagia to medications but not to liquids.  Denies blood in the stools.  Chronic loose stools for many years.  No decrease in urination, cloudiness or blood.  She wears depends for incontinence.  Minor edema, feeling fatigue tired and dyspnea all the time.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  There is nocturia two to three times, very exhausted all the time, depressed.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I will highlight the Lasix, potassium replacement on Losartan, Norvasc, and Coreg,

Physical Exam:  Today blood pressure 118/50 on right-sided large cuff.  Chronically ill.  No respiratory distress.  Decreased hearing normal speech.  No expressive aphasia.
Preserved kidney function, some train for high potassium.  Prior calcium, albumin and liver testing normal.  We will see what the new chemistry shows.
Assessment and Plan:  She came for diabetic nephropathy with preserved kidney function with well controlled hypertension and low level of proteinuria.  No recurrence of kidney stones.  She has no anemia.  I have not received records from Karmanos oncology.  We will get those and we will follow accordingly overtime.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
