REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Mother states child denies double vision. She states that child was seen recently for otitis media and is taking amoxicillin at the moment. But he states his ears is still hurting, he is still complaining of ear pain. She denies nausea. She denies vomiting or diarrhea she states child had breakfast morning he had Kolaches which is tolerated well. She states his activities is the same and his vaccination is up-to-date.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented in no acute distress. Child is playful and moist mucous membranes.
HEENT: Eyes: Erythematous conjunctivae with green discharge. Vision acuity, counts fingers with no difficulties. Lid and orbit are without erythema or edema. No tender to palpation. EOM full range of motion. Ears: Erythematous and edematous external ear canal. Positive tragal tag. TM is without erythema or edema. No bulging. Normal light reflex. Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion. 

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. Normal bowel sounds. No rigidity.
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EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert, interactive and playful. Motor and sensory functions normal. Mood and affect are normal.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute conjunctivitis.
2. Otitis externa.
3. Ear pain.
The patient was discharged with the following medication.

1. Cortisporin optic solution 10/10,000/3.5 mL, he will use three drops t.i.d. for 10 days, # one bottle.

2. Gentamicin ophthalmic solution 0.3%, she will take two drops t.i.d. for 10 days, #5 mL. She was given the opportunity to ask questions mother states he has no questions. Child was given a note to return to school.
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
