CHIEF COMPLAINT: Abdominal pain 8/10.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 44-year-old gentleman, complains of abdominal pain, but then he rubs his belly, he states he also has pain when he is urinating. He has never had a kidney stone. His urinalysis appears “normal” except for slight ketones. This has been going on for three days. No vomiting. No diarrhea.
He recently had his gallbladder taken out. He is not having any issues with dumping syndrome. He also has some pain going to his back.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Anxiety, prediabetes, and hyperlipidemia.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cholecystectomy and left foot.
MEDICATIONS: Clonazepam, levothyroxine, and simvastatin.
ALLERGIES: Could not tolerate LIQUID TYLENOL.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He does not drink.
FAMILY HISTORY: No change from previous notes.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: We find the patient to be in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 167 pounds, no significant change. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98.1. Respirations 16. Pulse 69. Blood pressure 133/71.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 

ABDOMEN: Soft. There is tenderness noted throughout the abdomen.
SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

Urinalysis as above. Abdominal ultrasound does not really help us to make a diagnosis.

ASSESSMENT:

1. A 44-year-old man with 8/10 abdominal pain, epigastric and throughout the abdomen.

2. He needs blood work. CBC and CMP.

3. Urinalysis is negative.

4. He has had some fever, he states.

5. He is afebrile right now.

6. He definitely needs a CT of his abdomen.

7. He was sent to the emergency room right now to be seen and to be worked up with a note regarding what we have done for him over here.
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
