6. Because of right leg pain and a positive DVT in face of COVID, we did an ultrasound of his upper and lower extremities which were negative.

7. Palpitation. Because of palpitation, we did an echocardiogram which was within normal limits.

10. History of kidney stone. He does have a kidney stone in the left renal pelvis, but none noted in the ureter.
