PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, diabetes, and hyperlipidemia.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsils and adenoids and acetabular fracture most recently.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATION: No recent immunization, but his COVID test was negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 127/64. Pulse 93. Respirations 18. Oxygenation 100%.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Hip fracture.
2. Incision is nice and clean.

3. As far as arm pain and leg pain is concerned, he underwent Doppler studies of his lower and upper extremity and they were all negative for DVT.
4. Continue with aspirin.

5. He chose not to be on low molecular weight heparin.
6. Hypertension, controlled.

7. Blood sugar stable now, but while in the hospital, his blood sugar did shoot up.

8. He complains of diplopia. He never had CT of the head and/or face.

9. We are going to get a CT of the head and face ASAP. Dr. De La Flor-Weiss was here in the office and ordered that.
10. Bactrim DS and Nasonex to be used for his sinus infection.

11. Come back as soon as the head CT and facial bone CT is back.

12. Findings discussed with the patient and wife before leaving the office.
