Ms. Weiss was seen because of cerumen in the ears. She is also seen in followup of hypertension and stroke history.

HISTORY: She has not been doing too badly lately. She is bothered by cerumen in the ear and has been using drops and came to remove cerumen. However, she also has continued redness in her groin. Lotrisone has helped, but she is out of that. Her hypertension is currently controlled without any headache, chest pain or any cardiac complaints. She denies other new complaints. She has the same right high above knee amputation. She has an old right hemiparesis.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for chest pain, dyspnea, nausea, abdominal pain, dysuria, or any GI complaints at the present time.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed or ill. She mobilizes in wheelchair. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 136/70, pulse 64, temperature 98.1, and oxygen saturation 97%. Head& Neck: Unremarkable. Oral mucosa is normal. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. Systolic ejection murmur is 2/6, which is chronic. No gallop. No significant edema. Abdomen: Nontender. The right ear had much cerumen and there was some on the left. The left was better while I removed slight bit of cerumen from the right ear. She did seem to hear better.

Assessment/plan:
1. She has cerumen in the ear, which is removed.

2. She has monilial infection of the groins. We ordered Lotrisone 1% b.i.d.

3. She has hypertension controlled. I will continue quinapril 10 mg daily.

4. She had history of stroke and I will continue Plavix 75 mg daily plus aspirin 81 mg daily plus atorvastatin 20 mg daily.

5. She has neuropathic pain and I will continue gabapentin 100 mg three times a day.
