CHIEF COMPLAINT: I was asked to see Ms. Weiss because of a lesion in her right ear. She also has cerumen. She is also seen in followup of coronary disease.

HISTORY: Ms. Weiss has a lesion on the right ear at the helix that is about 1 cm x 1 cm. It is raised with central depression. She thinks she has had it for about a year, but it not getting worse. They tried different creams and ointments. It tends to scab up and then open up again. She denies any other lesions anywhere. She does have decreased hearing and there is much cerumen in the ears and much cerumen was removed especially in the right ear, but lesser extent the left ear.

Her coronary artery disease is stable. She denies any chest pain or any cardiac symptoms or dyspnea. She also is on levothyroxine for hypothyroidism.

REVIEW OF SYSTEM: Negative for chest pain, dyspnea, nausea, abdominal pain, vomiting, dysuria, diarrhea or other specific complaints.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 136/70, temperature 90.1, O2 saturation 97%, and pulse 64. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Nontender. Right ear has a raised lesion 1 cm x 1 cm in diameter with central depression.

Assessment/plan:
1. Ms. Weiss ear lesion was compatible with basal cell carcinoma or other tumor. I recommended that she see an ENT doctor or dermatologist that might be able to biopsy or freeze the lesion out.

2. She has cerumen which is removed.

3. She has coronary artery disease, which is currently stable with aspirin 81 mg daily plus metoprolol 25 mg twice a day. She is on Lidoderm to keep her blood pressure up. Her vitals were stable today with blood pressure 136/70.

4. She has hypothyroidism and I will continue levothyroxine 25 mcg daily.
