Ms. Rose Seder is seen at her request. She is concerned about the post herpetic neuralgia. She also asked for prescription for Claritin due to allergies.

Her postherpetic neuralgia pain persists, but they vary in intensity. She is now on gabapentin 100 mg at night. She uses at some night, but not all nights. She seems to be gradually improved, but persistent with some extent for considerable time. Her hypertension is controlled. There are no headaches or cardiac symptoms. She is not bothered by gastroesophageal reflux symptoms. She had been on statin which is stopped and since well over a month she has not been using it. Her last lipid panel was in March. She is due for lipid panel.

REVIEW OF SYSTEM: No chest pain, dyspnea, nausea, vomiting or abdominal pain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 132/64, pulse 77, temperature 97.5, and O2 saturation 99%. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Nontender. Her face looks normal and no drainage anywhere in her scalp or her face.

Assessment/plan:
1. She has post herpetic neuralgia and may continue the gabapentin 100 mg daily.

2. She has allergies and I will renew the Claritin.

3. She has history of TIAs and she remains on Plavix 75 mg daily.

4. She had a great lipid panel but was once on pravastatin. I will order a lipid panel as well as a BMP today.

5. Her gastroesophageal reflux disease is stable. Her hypertension is controlled with Norvasc 10 mg daily.
