CHIEF COMPLAINT: Mr. Woodcock has been feeling tired and wiped out.

HISTORY: Mr. Woodcock has been feeling this way for about a month. He did give a urine sample a month ago that showed no infection. He had a flu and COVID booster shot at that time one month ago and was fatigued since. It is not a clear correlation, but it seems to be from that time. He had mild stomach upset. There is no emesis, but he sometimes has nausea. It is also noted in 08/30/22 he had x-ray of the hip, which showed degenerative changes in the lumbar spine and osteoporosis and degenerative changes in the right hip and right femur. He has metallic hardware in left femur. He states he had revision of this in September after a fall.

He is baseline with respect to his stroke and left hemiplegia. He can walk a little bit with his walker.

REVIEW OF SYSTEM: Negative for chest pain, dyspnea, dysuria, but he has some nausea, left hip pain, some back pain, but not extreme.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not extremely ill appearing and he was alert and oriented. Vital Signs: Pulse 75, O2 saturation 92%, temperature 98.4, blood pressure 110/60. Head & Neck: Unremarkable Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Nontender. Neurologic: Same left hemiplegia.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Woodcock has nonspecific fatigue. There is possibility it could be related to his flu or COVID booster shot from that time, but that is not clear. There is no clear finding on examinations to explain that. I will get a CBC, vitamin B12 and he had a history of vitamin B12 deficiency. I will check a basic metabolic panel and TSH to rule out hypothyroidism. He is baseline with respect to a stroke. He had a history of seizures and is on levetiracetam 1500 mg twice a day. He is also on Lamictal 150 mg twice a day. His fatigue does not change they may consider reducing the Keppra. His depression is stable on sertraline 50 mg daily. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
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
