The patient was seeing stars when he woke up.  His helmet fell off.  He was hurting throughout his head.  The patient was having head pain for the rest of the day.  The patient was confused and disoriented for the rest of the day.  The patient was in 2014, diagnosed of traumatic brain injury at the VA Hospital in New York according to the patient.
Since the incidence, the patient has severe headache.  The patient has confusion and disorientation.  The patient had dizziness.  The patient has sleep issues.  The patient has insomnia.  The patient has lethargy.  The patient has mind racing thoughts.  The patient had sound sensitivity.  The patient also has irritability.  The patient has concentrations difficulties.  The patient has brain fog.
The patient currently is an attorney for Google.  The patient tells me that his headaches and his symptoms are affecting to do his job.  His headaches are decrease in his concentration.  The patient has brain fog.  The patient has loss of energy.  The patient has dizziness.  The patient has decreased articulation in his words.  The patient needs to take breaks a lot for the headaches.  The patient has lethargy at work.  It is affecting his work performance.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 2003, the patient has motor vehicle accident his Humvee flipped over.  The patient’s helmet came off and he hit the head against the metal parts in the truck.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  He does not how long he was out of consciousness.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient was seeing stars.  Since then he has significant headache.  He has brain fog.  He has decrease in concentration.  He has chronic dizziness.  Difficulty to articulate words.  The patient has lethargy.  It is my opinion that the head injury, resulted in loss of consciousness, confusion disorientation, headaches, dizziness and lightheadedness, articulation word problems, lethargy, these are all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
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
