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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me in 1989, the patient was on board on the USS Eisenhower.  The patient was in the navy ship.  The patient was going up on a stairwell.  As he was running up the stairwell, he hit the door hatch.  The door hatch was closed.  He hit the hatch on top of his head.  The patient had confusion and disorientation.  The patient has severe headache.  The patient has bleeding on the scalp.  The patient tells me that he has six stitches.  The patient was put to the sick bay.  The patient was seeing stars.  The patient was confused rest of the day.  His headache was severe.
Since the incidence, the patient has severe headaches.  The patient has headaches on almost daily basis.  The patient tells me that his memory is not as good as previously.  The patient has difficulty concentrate at work.  The patient needs to take ibuprofen a lot.  The patient tells me that some kidney problems.

The patient is currently working as HVAC technician installer.  The patient tells me that his injury, including his headaches, as affected his job.  The patient tells me that he needs to call in for sick a lot.  He is feeling tired.  He got fired because of intolerance too much.  The patient has difficulty to focus at work.  The patient has difficulty to concentrate at workup.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained a traumatic brain injury.  In 1989, the patient was on board on the USS Eisenhower.  The patient was going up stairwell, he hit the door hatch.  The door hatch was closed.  He hit the top of the head.  He had profuse bleeding on his head.  The patient needed six stitches on top of the head.  Since then the patient has severe headaches.  The patient has confusion and disorientation when he hit the head.  Since then he has a lot of headaches.  Difficulty to concentrate.  Difficulty to work.  Difficulty to focus.  It is my opinion that the head injury, followed by confusion and disorientation, and bleeding scalp, and six stitches, this is traumatic brain injury.  The confusion and disorientation are common results of the traumatic brain injury.  It is also affecting him to work now.  He is an HVAC installer.  It is affecting him to work his job because of his symptoms.
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
