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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in 2004, the patient ran into a fuel tanker.  The patient tells me that he ran into a fuel tanker and hit his head.  He hit the front of the head.  He immediately fell to the ground.  He had loss of consciousness.  He lost consciousness for about 20 minutes.  The patient went to the clinic.  The patient has stitches on top of the head.  The patient had nine stitches.  The patient woke up with severe headache.  The patient was confused and disoriented after this.  The patient since then has significant headaches.
Since the incident, the patient has significant headaches.  The patient has short-term span memory problems.  The patient has lost track of focus.  The patient lost track of conversation.  The patient is not able to focus well.  The patient has cognitive problems.  His memory became very poor.
The patient is currently working for the Veteran Affairs.  The patient is working for the education in the Veteran Affairs.  The patient tells me that he has significant difficulty to do his task because of the memory loss.  The patient has concentration problem at work.  The patient is not able to focus while in his work.  The patient has short attention span at work.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained a traumatic brain injury.  In 2004, the patient landed into a fuel tanker.  He hit his head.  He completely lost consciousness for about 20 minutes and fell to the ground.  The patient woke up confused and disoriented.  The patient had nine stitches on the forehead.  The patient since then has significant short-term memory deficits.  The patient has short-term memory span problems.  The patient has difficulty to focus.  The patient has cognitive deficits.  He also has occasional headaches.  It is my opinion that he sustained a traumatic brain injury.  The loss of consciousness, fell to the ground, severe headaches, stitches on the head, cognitive problems poor memory, attention difficulties focus difficulties, these all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
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
