Dear Dr. Freestone:

This is a followup for Mr. Umbarger who has chronic kidney disease, history of chronic myeloid leukemia.  Last visit a year ago October.  Denies hospital visits.  Overall he is feeling well.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, or bleeding.  No infection in the urine, cloudiness or blood.  According to the wife which is present is not doing any restricted diet, eats a lot of salt.  Denies recent chest pain, palpitations, dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.  He is a large tall obese person, recently problems with insurance with the hurricane in Florida, he was having problems getting his leukemia medicine Tasigna, fortunately he has not break treatment.  Other review of systems is negative.

Medications:  I want to highlight blood pressure metoprolol and amlodipine.
Physical Examination:  Today weight 236, blood pressure 140/78 on the right-sided.  No gross respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No abdominal tenderness.  Minor edema.  No focal neurological deficit.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries October creatinine 1.3 he has been as high as 1.5, presently sodium, potassium and acid base normal.  Calcium and albumin normal.  Liver function test not elevated, GFR upper 50s stage III, A1c diabetes 5.8, elevated PSA 4.7.  Normal hemoglobin, white blood cell and platelets.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III, stable overtime.  No progression, not symptomatic.
2. Chronic myeloid leukemia, on remission, on Tasigna.
3. Hypertension well controlled.
4. All chemistries stable.
5. He does not do any specific diet or salt restriction or physical activity.
6. Continue cholesterol triglyceride treatment.  All issues discussed with the patient and wife.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
