4. Aortic valve not well seen, but behaves trileaflet.

5. Mild tricuspid regurgitation with TR velocity of 2.8 m/sec, RVSP 42 mmHg.

6. Diastolic dysfunction.

7. No effusions or masses.

8. No obvious ASD, VSD or PFO in other views, but subcostal view is nondiagnostic there by descending aorta and IVC not seen.
