This patient was examined prior to TMS, and he has been reporting more depression. I interviewed him, and especially checked for suicidal ideation. The patient told me that he has felt hopelessness, but he clearly stated that he has no desire to self-harm, because he is religious, and has family that would be impacted by any wrong actions like that, he felt. He stated that he gave access to his wife for any kind of weapons, and he does not have access to weapons. The patient also told me that he has no desire to self-harm. We are reevaluating his medications and also because his main complaint is fatigue and then depression, and has history of heart disease, I am encouraging him to connect with his cardiologist also to see if anything else is happening in terms of cardiovascular in nature. We will be continuing to do the TMS, but I have talked to him that he may want to consider ECT at this time and he states that he wants to finish out the TMS.

We will continue the TMS and we will continue to reevaluate the medication.
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
