History: Ms. Atkinson is a 71-year-old white female who has some problem with the right leg. She has some pain in the right knee, right leg, but not in the hip and not in the back. The patient was sent to the sports medicine doctor who gave her a Medrol Dosepak and meloxicam with maybe slight improvement. I had given her meloxicam in the past. The patient states currently she is not taking any meloxicam or any steroids and not even tizanidine. Dr. Garcia, Sports Medicine, arranged for her to see the neurosurgeon and she has an appointment tomorrow. She does have a lot of varicose veins on both legs, on the right leg gets a little bit more edema compared to the left leg and I told her it could be just varicose veins that bother her. She does not have chronic constant pain, but off and on has times where she hurts. She is walking without any assistive device. I had her see Dr. Moghalu, the neurologist who suggested we do sed rate and CRP. I have ordered all the labs again. The patient has updated as far as flu shot is concerned. The patient has some kind of colitis and uses mesalamine per rectal use, so I have also ordered CBC, CMP, lipid, and TSH. She does use hydrochlorothiazide for the leg edema. They did do x-ray of tibia-fibula and her lumbar spine and I had done a venous Doppler on her and that did not show any evidence of DVT. So, the patient is advised the lab work. New med list reconciled where the patient is on mesalamine suppository at bedtime, mesalamine four tablets in the morning, a Ther-Biotic, some vitamin C. She is off tizanidine, but takes hydrochlorothiazide. The patient will get the lab work done Dr. Moghalu’s consult reviewed. Dr. Garcia’s consult reviewed. I will see the patient in the office in a month.
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
