History: Ms. Revilla was brought to the office by her son. Ms. Revilla has chronic anxiety, major depression. She has finished a course of TMS treatment and is not depressed, but gets anxious. She got an attack of severe herpes zoster and has postherpetic neuralgia. Her son is taking her to an acupuncturist for acupuncture treatment with maybe some relief. The patient’s anxiety is controlled by different medications. She was on clonazepam ODT and she was taking it several times a day, so I reduced it by increasing the dosage. The patient is never sleepy and is always still continuously anxious. So, I have explained to the patient that medicine has to be with the son and that we need to watch for signs of drowsiness or anything. So far, the patient has not been drowsy. The patient also had an episode of chest pain and EKG did not show any acute changes. I advised the patient’s son as well as the patient she may need to see a cardiologist in view of her age, but current time let us do some lab work including CBC, CMP, lipid and TSH and we will go from there as to what more we can do for the patient. The patient will be seen in the office in a week.
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
