PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She states he was hospitalized at Kingwood Hospital last week for two days after presenting with complaints of myalgia, pain, and weakness in his legs and in his left arm, told dehydrated, hospitalized for two days with IV fluids, released without meds, seen by pediatrician last week for followup, without additional treatment.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness or deformity. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Apparent benign gastric *__________* evidence of other pathology and history of childhood obesity.
