CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient tells me that she was involved in a traumatic brain injury. It was in 2011, at Virginia Beach, Virginia.  The patient tells me that she was at work.  The patient was opening up the door.  The patient tells me that she was in walker.  She tells me that door latches, and flap out and the latched door hit her head.  The patient tells me that it was heavy metal latch; it hurt the front of her head.  The patient tells me that she incidentally had loss of consciousness.  She does not remember what happens for the rest of the day.  She was confused and disoriented.  The patient was seeing stars.  Her head started bleeding.  The patient went to medical.  The patient tells me that she got staples.  She did have the severe headache, dizziness, confusion, and disorientation.

After the incident, the patient has significant headache.  She tells me that she has difficulty with memory.  The patient has difficulty communicating.  The patient had short-term memory deficits.  The patient has short temper.  The patient gets usually confused.  The patient also had headaches a lot.

The patient tells me that she is currently not working.

MOCA examination is 26/30.  The patient missed four on delay recall.

It is my opinion that the patient sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 2011, the patient was in Virginia Beach.  The patient was trying to open up a door, latch flapped out, and hit her head.  The patient tells me that the metal part hit the front of her head.  The patient had incidentally had loss of consciousness.  The patient does not remember for rest of the day.  The patient had bleeding in her scalp.  The patient had staples.  Since then, the patient has had difficulty with headaches.  The patient gets confused easily.  The patient has memory deficits.  It is my opinion that loss of consciousness, not remembering the events for the rest of the day, the head injury, these all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.  The patient also had headaches and confusion, these are common signs and symptoms are for traumatic brain injury.
