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DOB:

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that she was in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me in 1990, the patient was in Fort Bragg.  The patient was in army vehicle.  The patient tells me that he was sitting on the passenger car.  The patient tells me that the car crashed.  The patient tells me that he incidentally hit the head against the front of the car.  The patient tells me that he incidentally lost consciousness.  He does not remember anything after that.  The patient tells me that when he woke up, the patient had a severe headache, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient tells me that the headache was severe.

Since the incident, the patient has significant headache.  The patient is also hearing white noise in the ears.  The patient hears whistling in the ear.  The patient has difficulty to concentrate.  The patient has difficulty to focus.

The patient is primarily working as a part time at a gas station.  The patient tells me that the headaches are affecting him to work.  The patient is not able to focus.  The patient is not able to do his job effectively.

It is my opinion that the patient sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 1990, the patient was involved in a motor vehicle accident in which he was sitting as a passenger and he was involved in a car crash.  The patient tells me that he hit the head in the forehead, against the car.  The patient had instant loss of consciousness.  When he woke up, the patient was confused, disoriented, and the patient had severe headache.  Since the incident the patient has severe headaches.  The patient hears white noise in the ears.  The patient hears whistles in the ears.  The patient has difficulty to focus and concentrate. It is my opinion that the loss of consciousness, head injury, headaches, white noise, these all common signs and symptoms are for traumatic brain injury.
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
