This is a progress report on Conova Sanders.

This 88-year-old female smoked very little 25 years ago. The patient was seen at hospital for shortness of breath in April. A CT scan was done, which showed a lesion in the left lung. The patient was then seen by me and I referred the patient to Dr. Iyer for bronchoscopy. He saw the patient and did a bronchoscopy on 10/11/2022 and the report came back as non-small cell squamous cell carcinoma T2NOMO. The patient also had tumor marker study done and she is positive for PDL expression of 30% and ALK and EGFR pending.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She has history of hypertension. She had valve replacement of the heart. She also has stent in the coronary artery. The patient is on Xarelto for her cardiac issues. Her past medical history also includes cholecystectomy, right breast biopsy in 2008, and CV ablation of AV node. She also has a pacemaker.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: She is 88-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Weighing 137 pounds and blood pressure 163/98 recheck 160/92.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: Localized squamous cell carcinoma of left lung T2NOMO and PD-L1 positive.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: Surgical options were discussed with the patient. She appears to be reluctant and radiation was also discussed. Chemotherapy and immunotherapy was also discussed. We will await result of EGFR and ALK study once available we can make further recommendations, but since she is PD-L1 positive, single immunotherapy might be a consideration.
