FACE TO FACE:
This is a 77-year-old woman who has been receiving home health care for some time.
The patient’s problems started seven years ago when she was hit by a car while she was crossing the grocery store parking lot. Subsequently, she had issues with walking. A few years later, turned to be severe spinal stenosis, which has caused severe spinal damage. The patient had laminectomy and fusion. Despite that, she started having contractures on the right side upper and lower extremity, then subsequently developed contracture on the left side, then on the right side.

The patient in July 2022 had COVID pneumonia, was hospitalized, on the ventilator, required a PEG tube. She almost passed away. Subsequently, she survived the hospitalization, has been sent home. She has been under the care of neurologist. Since then, the patient is total and completely ADL dependent. The patient is bedbound. She is a quadriplegic for all intents and purposes. She requires feeding by her family. She has a PEG tube where she receives protein and supplemental feeding.

The patient does not have an indwelling Foley catheter. The patient’s family has been very active and trying to keep up with her protein and calorie needs to help healing her decubitus ulcer of the lower extremity which has become a huge problem at this time. The patient also requires PT/OT regarding the contractures. She also has a history of myasthenia gravis going back since age 35 and history of bipolar disorder as well as constipation. 
Given her pressure ulcers about the spine which are very slow in healing along with devastating spasticity and contractures upper and lower extremity on both sides, the patient continues to require PT/OT, nursing care and wound care at this time. The patient will continue to receive therapy from nursing staff and aides at home. The patient is totally and completely homebound. The patient’s care was discussed with her daughter, Kim, at the time of visit.
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
