HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 79-year-old gentleman with history of hyperlipidemia, diabetes and high cholesterol as well as hypertension, comes in today with above-mentioned symptoms for 5 to 7 days.

COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up to date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He is married. He just moved here from South Houston Webster area. His wife has Alzheimer’s. He wants to be close to family. He does not smoke on a regular basis. He does not use any drugs. He does use alcohol very infrequently, maybe five beers a week.

FAMILY HISTORY: Heart disease and diabetes.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. Hard of hearing.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 204 pounds, O2 sat 98%, temperature 98.6, respirations 16, pulse 80, and blood pressure 124/74.

NECK: No JVD.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

LABS: Urine shows copious amount of blood. Bedside ultrasound shows a fatty liver, atherosclerotic vessels, large renal mass left side over 5 cm and a 2.5 cm clot versus mass in the bladder. There is no evidence of bladder neck obstruction.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Hematuria.

2. Difficulty urinating.

3. Bladder mass.

4. Renal mass.

The patient is going to the emergency room ASAP now for a CAT scan. No treatment was given ________ emergency room. I walked outside the office and showed him where the emergency room was, so he could drive there, since he is new to the area.
