CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents for followup of gout eruption left wrist, doing much better, with clearing inflammation and pain, with slight residual nodule reported, asking if she could continue to come here on recent move to get refills on regular medications.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Type II diabetes mellitus and hypertension.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Followup gouty arthritis, left wrist and with history of type I diabetes mellitus and hypertension.
PLAN: The patient’s laboratory results on recent visit reviewed with evidence of mild hyperlipidemia. Discussed with the patient glycohemoglobin 6.6 compatible with diabetes mellitus with fair control with blood sugar of 128 obtained on chemistry profile. The patient is to continue medications and to follow up as needed and for routine care with refills as per insurance.
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
