The patient presents with history of cough, congestion, sore throat and left earache, with matting in her eyes for the past two days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Temperature 99.6. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema of the pharynx with left tonsil greater than right. Neck: Lymphadenopathy with 1+ tenderness. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness and without abnormality. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

Flu and strep screens were obtained. Strep screen negative strep, but positive for type A flu.

DIAGNOSES: Pharyngitis and type A flu.

PLAN: Given prescriptions for Tamiflu and Zithromax and to follow up as needed.
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
