CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen today with history of scratching skin on right edematous lower extremity two days ago with drainage of clear fluid yesterday and now containing bloody material, with history of venous insufficiency and varicose veins, followed by cardiologist here in Cleveland to have additional venous procedures in the future with followup next week. Also, followup of urinary tract infection, seen with recent urine culture showing resistance to Bactrim and Levaquin. The patient instructed to elevate right lower extremity, to keep abrasion clean with moist soaks and mupirocin ointment, with dressings and support stockings we will put the patient on, was given Rocephin 1 g IM and also prescription for Macrodantin to take 100 mg four times a day per sensitivities and recent urine culture; urine culture to be repeated with the patient to be referred to urologist for further evaluation in view of long-standing history of recurrent chronic urinary tract infections with ureteral re implantation as a child. To follow up with cardiologist next week as above and to return here as needed for routine care. Urine today is essentially clear without evidence of pyelonephritis. Ultrasounds could be obtained here, but in view of established relationship with the cardiologist and referral to urologist, we will await further evaluation.
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
