CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with history of cough for the past month with temperature up to 103 two nights ago. Mother states that he has fever, otitis media and upper respiratory infection, with amoxicillin before, with continued cough.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs clear. Pupils equal, round and reactive to light and accommodation. Extraocular muscles are intact. Funduscopic benign. Oral mucosa is negative for inflammation or exudates. Neck: Supple without masses or adenopathy. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi without audible rales or wheezing. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for cyanosis, edema or clubbing. Skin: Without lesions. Neurological: Within normal limits.

Chest x-ray obtained, showed patchy infiltrates, right lower lobe compatible with bacterial infiltrate. Strep and flu tests obtained with positive type A flu test.

IMPRESSION: Residual bronchitis with evidence of pneumonia in right lower lobe with type A influenza.

PLAN: The patient is given Rocephin 1 g IM with Augmentin and refilled Bromfed DM. Advised to follow up in a few days as needed and to see a pediatrician for further evaluation.
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
