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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of an 87-year-old Hispanic female that was recently admitted to the hospital with right lower lobe pneumonia. We had the opportunity to see her 12 days ago and the patient was short of breath and with a significant amount of rhonchi in the right base. A chest x-ray was ordered and has been reported with remission and improvement of the infiltrate that was present before. The patient is feeling much better. She was treated in the hospital with the administration of ceftriaxone.

2. The patient has chronic obstructive pulmonary disease related to secondhand smoking; the husband of many years used to smoke in the house. At the present time, the COPD is compensated.

3. Diabetes mellitus that is under control.

4. The patient is complaining of numbness, tingling and symptoms highly suggestive of claudication in the lower extremities. For that reason, we are going to order an arterial Doppler ultrasound of the lower extremities.

5. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure reading today is 110/59.

6. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

We spent 7 minutes reviewing the lab and the chest x-ray, in the person-to-person and face-to-face 15 minutes and 5 minutes in the documentation.
