CHIEF COMPLAINT: Mr. Childers is seen regarding seizure history, stroke history, and history of high above knee amputation.

HISTORY: Overall, Mr. Childers feels well and was very pleasant and was smiling when I saw him. He does not walk. He mobilizes in a wheelchair. His vitals have been stable. He denies any headache, chest pain, and shortness of breath. His seizure disorder is stable without recent seizures.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for chest pain, dyspnea, headaches, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, constipation, bleeding, or dysuria.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Temperature 96.9, pulse 60, respiratory rate 18, blood pressure 116/74, and O2 sat 95%. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Oral mucosa is normal. Ears normal on inspection. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Childers has history of stroke with right hemiplegia. He also has severe high right above knee amputation. He mobilizes in a wheelchair. He continues on aspirin 81 mg daily.

2. He has history of seizures and I will continue Dilantin 200 mg daily. He has had no recent seizures.

3. He has history of bipolar disorder and adjustment disorder with mixed disturbance of emotions and conduct. However, at this point, he is not on any antipsychotics and he is very good mood ever since I have been seeing him. I will not add anything pertaining to that.

4. He occasionally has wheezing. He has p.r.n Ventolin available two puffs as needed.
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
