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The patient tells me that she was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  In 2016, the patient was in Fort Hood.  The patient was driving her own vehicle.  Her break did not work.  She crashed into another car.  The patient instantly hit her head against the glass in the windshields.  The patient completely blacked out.  She completely lost consciousness for about five minutes.  The patient sustained a whiplash.  The patient has severe headaches.  When she woke up, the patient was confused disoriented.  The patient had severe headache since then.  The second incident was in 2016 in Fort Hood again.  The patient was in a simulated Humvee rollover training exercise.  The patient was in a Humvee, with four men, they are all over 200 pounds.  As the simulated Humvee rollover, the patient fell and hit the top of the head.  The patient hit the head many times during the rollover training exercises.  They were weapons in the Humvee, and the men were hit her with their body because of that.  The patient was in a corner position.  The patient got hit in the head many times.  The patient became confused and disoriented.  The patient got severe headaches.  The patient was having a lot of painful symptoms in top of the head.  The patient was disoriented.
Since these two incidents, the patient has a lot of headaches.  The patient has severe forgetfulness.  The patient has emotional outburst.  She will cry and get angry very easily.  The patient has difficulty to concentrate.  The patient has tinnitus.  The patient has difficulty to concentrate at work.  She works in cyber security.  People talk very fast in meetings. She is not able to keep track of the meetings.  She needs to ask her to repeat a lot during the meetings.  The patient has become very embarrassing.  She needs to take notes a lot.
The patient is currently working for cyber security.  The patient works for Robert Half.  The patient tells me that her forgetfulness is significantly affecting her work.  The patient is not able to remember meetings.  The patient needs to take notes a lot.  She needs to ask to repeat questions a lot.  The patient thought to be not professional because she asks so many questions in meetings.  The headaches are affecting her concentration.  The patient has difficulty to concentrate at workup.  The patient is not able to talk and think as fast as her colleague because of this.
MoCA examination score is 25/30.  The patient missed two on attention/serial 7s.  The person missed three on delay recall.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 2016, the patient was in the motor vehicle accident.  The patient hit her head against the glass windshields.  The patient also hit the driver side window glass.  The patient had instant loss of consciousness.  The patient completely lost consciousness for about five minutes.  When she woke up, the patient was confused, disoriented and severe headaches.  The second incident was she was in the simulated Humvee rollover training exercises in Fort Hood.  The patient was in a corner position.  The patient had four other men in the vehicle, fell onto her.  Also weapons were following until her.  She hit her head multiple times during that simulated Humvee training exercise.  She had confusion, disorientation and severe headaches.  It is my opinion that the loss of consciousness during the motor vehicle accident, the head injury during the training exercise with the Humvee rollover, these caused her traumatic brain injury.

She has confusion, disorientation and headaches from these injuries.  It is my opinion that she has sustained a traumatic brain injury.  Since then she has forgetfulness, significant headaches, emotional outburst, difficulty to concentrate, cognitive deficits, memory problems, and difficulty to work at the office as a cyber security company.
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
