CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of burning urination.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she noticed burning urination two days ago and after that she has a trace of blood in the urine, but there were no blood clots. However, the patient did not feel any fever and she had urinary tract infection few years ago.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, chills, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, chest pain, or shortness of breath, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, severe back pain, skin rashes, or depression.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for thyroid goiter and she is also menopause for past three years.

FAMILY HISTORY: Not contributory.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her husband and she has three children. The patient works in a mail processing company. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. Her exercise is mostly housework and walking and she is on healthy general diet.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and there is no suprapubic tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.

Musculoskeletal examination is within normal limits.

Skin is healthy without any rashes.

PSYCHOLOGICAL: The patient appears stable and has normal affect.
