Thank you for this referral.

This 32-year-old male comes here for evaluation. He does not smoke or drink. Denies any drug allergies.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not have any symptoms. He is feeling fine.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient was diagnosed to have non-Hodgkin lymphoma B-cell type in 2017 then he was in California. He was treated with R-Chop chemotherapy six cycle. During the chemotherapy, the patient became anemic required blood transfusion x2. However, since then, he has recovered nicely and he has done well over last four to five years.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He said he has hemorrhoids, which occasionally bothers him, but he is not taking any medications for that.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 32-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 11 inches tall, weighing 182 pounds, blood pressure 104/78, and pulse 77.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
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Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck, axilla, and groin.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

CNS: No gross abnormality.

LABS: WBC 6.6, hemoglobin 16.3, hematocrit 49, platelet 267, and CMP unremarkable. His cholesterol was slightly elevated at 218 and hemoglobin A1c is 5.5.

DIAGNOSIS: History of non-Hodgkin lymphoma now in remission.

RECOMMENDATIONS: His physical exam and routine lab is within normal limits. The patient seems to have been completely cured and at this point no further evaluation might be necessary. Followup by his family physician should suffice should there may be any abnormal findings. Please feel to give me a call.
